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Mozart Week 2010
January 21 - 30

The 2011 Mozart Week focuses on Mozart in the context of contemporary music — his own
and ours. In the sphere of classical music, we have devised a series of concerts to highlight the
relationship between Mozart and the music of his time. The works of Handel and of the Bach
family provided a formative basis and background for Mozart’s compositions — not only in his
carly development as a composer, but also for the works he wrote later in Vienna. These
aspects of Mozart’s oeuvre will be illustrated through orchestral and church music, opera,
piano and chamber music. The programme will be accompanied by a lecture series from the
Academy for Mozart Research.

Works by Mozart will once more encounter modern and contemporary musical languages in
the 2011 Mozart Week — for example the encounter between Mozart and music by Alban
Berg. We have also invited Heinz Holliger as contemporary composer, performer and
conductor, and with his collaboration we have planned a concert series combining his music
with works by Mozart. These concerts will feature Heinz Holliger as conductor, oboist and
pianist. There will also be a children’s project, with music by Heinz Holliger.

We look forward to welcoming you to the 2011 Mozart Week programme of the Salzburg
Mozarteum Foundation, which will include introductory lectures, master classes and
conversations with performers, as well as audio and film presentations.
